Muffy Seaton, international carriage driving competitor, trainer and clinician, is doing the
carriage driving demonstration at the Equine Extravaganza on July 12. | have contacted her and
she has agreed to do a clinic for us on Sunday, July 13! You may have seen Muffy's video,
Bending the Driving Horse. In February | had the opportunity to attend her Adult Driving Camp
and experience her training methods first hand. It was extremely helpful!
