In addition to many single horses and ponies, there were large divisions for drafts, VSEs, 
juniors, novice drivers and pairs. Competition was tough in every division. The program included 
starting times for each class.

Entries worked in the ring then drove to designated 
picnic sites in the garden surrounding the mansion. Horses and ponies were unhooked and tied 
to nearby fences and trees while the competitors unpacked their picnics. Picnic spreads included 
everything from silver tea services to a table made from the removable top from a surrey. 
Spectators were given ballots to "judge" their favorites. Two sets of awards were given, one by 
the judges and one by the ballots.  
Every division included a cross county course. We got some good ideas for obstacles for future 
CCDC shows! One in particular was a neat spiral with several options. Next time we have a drive  
at my place you'll get to see one like it!
